   “Be watchful! Be alert!” 

 Jesus urges us this First Sunday of Advent:         
“Be watchful! Be alert! You do not know when the time 
will come.” Our Lord asks that we be attentive in every 
moment. We are to be alert and attuned to all that 
surrounds us—anything that could signal his arrival.  
 Isaiah reminds us that when we aren’t watchful 
we wander far from God. Our hearts get hardened. Yet, even when we fail, 
the prophet calls us to return to God and embrace his love: “Yes, O Lord, you 
are our Father; we are the clay and you the potter: we are all the work of 
your hands.” As we allow God the Father, a potter, to mold us into his very 
image we become more and more eager to welcome the Son of Justice into 
our lives and world. And we embrace with joy this new moment, this new 
year of faith, with hope and anticipation! Let us stand with confidence, wide-
awake, on guard and fervently welcome Emmanuel—God with us!

This blessing will do all within its power                                           
to entice you into awareness because it wants                        
to be there, to bear witness, to see the look in 
your eyes on the day when your vigil is complete 
and all your waiting has come to its joyous end.
