“Rejoice in the Lord always.”

“I shall say it again: rejoice!” Paul tells us. This Third Sunday of
Advent—Gaudete Sunday—calls out to us with joy. Rejoice! This is what we
must do. It’s not an option, but rather a demand based on the reality of our
faith as people of God. The advent or coming of God into our world grows
stronger daily. The Prophet Zephaniah encourages us, “Fear not, O Zion, be
not discouraged! The Lord, your God, is in your midst, a mighty savior; he will
rejoice over you with gladness, and renew you in his love, he will sing joyfully
because of you, as one sings at festivals.” The advent of our Lord changes
sadness into joy! We rejoice in the coming of Emmanuel, God with us!

John the Baptist, urges those with power and authority to turn to God,
leaving behind all pride and selfishness. He reminds them and us that prepar-
ing for our Lord requires doing what is just. Sharing with those in need, em-
bracing a life of compassion and mercy. John tells us to turn away from the
darkness of sin and experience the joy of our Lord’s coming by giving our life
over to God. Living in solidarity. And sharing the joy of the Gospel of Peace!
