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SUNDAY MASS SCHEDULE CHANGE
AND PARISH SURVEY

Your Pastoral Council is considering an important change to the Sunday Mass
schedule and other important topics of our parish life, and wants your input to make an
informed decision.

The impetus behind this change is a desire to foster more Parish unity. Recent
special events such as the 70th Anniversary Celebration and Feast of Our Lady of Mount
Carmel/Summer Festival have included a Mass which the entire Parish Community
attends beforehand. These events are always well attended. The hope is that, by moving
to one Sunday Mass that includes Hospitality (coffee & donuts) afterward, we would
better be able to get to know our fellow parishioners through shared community and faith.

There are also several other benefits that would accrue because of such a change.
Some of these are:

1. Extraordinary Ministers of Eucharistic, Lectors, Altar Servers, Ushers, and
Sacristans assignments would be spread among more people lessening the
resource strain at each Mass.

2. The choir and music ministry would be shared by one Mass instead of spreading
across two Masses, likely improving the quality of this valuable part of our worship.

A review of the attendance statistics over seven Sundays in the past 12 months
shows the following;:

e Average attendance at both Masses on Sunday is 144 parishioners.
e Of these, 59% (85) attend the 9AM mass and 41% (59) attend the 11:15AM Mass.

e On one Sunday during the period surveyed the total attendance at both Masses
exceeded the building capacity of 180 persons by two (182). On one other Sunday,
attendance was just short of total capacity (179).
